Historia Cieplic — uzdrowiskowej czes$ci Jeleniej Géry siega
XII wieku. Juz wtedy znane byty tutejsze ciepte zZrodta i to od
nich wzieta nazwe miejscowo$¢ Cheplewode (1318 r.).

Pbézniejsze losy tego uzdrowiska byty ciekawe, ale i burzliwe.
Natomiast prawa miejskie kurort uzyskat dopiero tuz przed II
wojng Swiatowa, a cieszyt* sie nimi do 1975 r. Wtedy to
Cieplice zostaty przytaczone do Jeleniej Géry. Wojna nie
spowodowata zniszczedn w miescie, jednak powojenny czas
spowodowat, ze uzdrowisko stopniowo tracito dawng renome. Na
szczescie w ostatnich latach kurort odzyskuje swOj blask.

Réwniez do historii Cieplic siegneli wtasSciciele Hotelu
Caspar, szukajac nazwy dla swojego obiektu. Sledzac
historyczne losy tego uzdrowiska z zaskoczeniem odkryli, ze
wsrod wielu znakomitych oséb zyjacych lub przebywajgcych w
dawnych Cieplicach, powtarzato sie imie Caspar.

To wtasnie Caspar Schaffgotsch, éwczesny wtasciciel Cieplic,
zbudowat przy kosSciele parafialnym pierwsza kaplice, a losy
rodziny Schaffgotschéw nieodtgcznie wigzg sie z jego historiga.
Hotel Caspar znajduje sie w samym centrum uzdrowiska, przy
gtéwnym deptaku naprzeciwko Patacu Schaffgotschoéw.

Dbatos¢ wtascicieli o Srodowisko spowodowata che¢
przeprowadzenia remontu hotelu. Pomogty w tym fundusze unijne,



po ktdére siegneli, chcac uzyska¢ maksymalne oszczednoSci
energetyczne. Wymienione zostato centralne ogrzewanie, okna i
drzwi, zbudowano nowoczesng kottownie. Ocieplono takze caty
budynek 1 poddasze. Instalacja elektryczna zostata
zaprojektowana w taki sposdéb, aby wszystkie systemy byty
energooszczedne (np. wytaczniki czasowe, pokojowe). Z kolei
nowoczesne pompy <ciepta, ktére =zostaty zamontowane
wykorzystujg ciepto z kuchni. Pojawity sie takze panele
fotowoltaiczne i bufory ciepta, a nad catosScia zmian czuwa
specjalny system. Korzystajg wszyscy — goscie hotelu i
restauracji, majgc komfortowe warunki wypoczynku, ale takze
mieszkancy Cieplic, gdyz dzieki podjetym dziataniom udato sie
zmniejszy¢ ilos¢ zanieczyszczen.

Casper Hotel in Cieplice cares for the environment

The history of Cieplice — a spa resort part of Jelenia Goéra
dates back to the twelfth century. Already then, the local
thermal spots were quite famous and the name Cheplewode
(1318) originates from them.

Later on, the fates of this spa resort were quite unique,
though rather turbulent. Whilst city rights were gained by the
resort as late as before the Second World War and it
appreciated them until 1975. In that year Cieplice were joined
with Jelenia Gdéra. The war did not cause any damages in the
city; however, the post-war period gradually made the spa
resort lose its former reputation. Fortunately in recent years
the resort has been gaining its former glow.

Owners of the Caspar Hotel also reached for the history of



Cieplice in pursuit of the name for their facility. When
browsing through the historical fates of this spa resort they
came across the fact that among the many prominent persons who
once lived or stayed in the old-time Cieplice the name Caspar
appeared on several occasions.

It is Caspar Schaffgotsch, the former owner of Cieplice, who
built the first chapel by the parish church and the fates of
the Schaffgotsch family are unbreakably linked to its history.
The Caspar Hotel is located in the heart of the resort, right
by the main promenade, opposite the Schaffgotsch Palace.

The owners’' care for environment led them to conducting the
hotel renovation. The UE funds assisted in this venture which
they gained in order to obtain maximum energy savings. Central
heating, windows and doors were exchanged, and the new boiler
room was launched. Also, the whole building as well as the
attic were insulated. The electrical installation was designed
in such a way so that all systems could be energy-sufficient
(i.e. time switches, room switches). On the other hand, heat
pumps were mounted using the heat which comes from the
kitchen. Photovoltaic panels were mounted as well as heat
buffers and a specially designated system guards all
introduced changes. Everyone can benefit from these changes -
the hotel and restaurant users, appreciating comfortable
conditions for rest as well as Cieplice inhabitants since
thanks to the undertaken actions it was possible to decrease
the volume of pollution.
